1. More Clients Served Than Ever Before
During the 2009/10 operating year, LOFT served 4,010 clients - more than ever before.

2. The Stepping Stone Project Approved for Continued Funding

The Stepping Stone Project, the innovative and very exciting partnership between LOFT/
John Gibson House and the Centre for Addiction and Mental Health, has been approved
for continued provincial funding. The project was designed to serve seniors who have
been unable to leave hospital, most often because there was not sufficient support
available in the community to meet their needs. Stepping Stone offers a high level of
specialized support enabling seniors who have been hospitalized to successfully make the

transition back info the community.
3. Dunn Avenue Supportive Housing Expansion

After a wait of nearly a decade, the Dunn Avenue program has received funding from
the Toronto Central LHIN to expand its services from 35 to 70 clients. Dunn Avenue is a
supportive housing program for atrisk seniors, and is located in a large public housing
apartment building in Parkdale. As a result of this expansion, Dunn is now accepting
clients directly from emergency departments, hospitals, shelters and The Stepping Stone
Project into its long-term supportive housing.

4. Jane & Finch Program Expansion

Crosslinks Seniors Housing and Support Services opened in late 2008 in the high-need
Jane and Finch neighbourhood as a partnership with Downsview Services to Seniors,
Humber River Regional Hospital and the Toronto Community Housing Corporation. A
year later, the partnership grew to include St. Elizabeth Health Care and the Central
Community Care Access Centre and the number of clients more than doubled. Crosslinks
Seniors now serves over 300 seniors in six public housing buildings. It also includes a
specialized program, similar to Stepping Stone, assisting seniors fo make the transition

from hospital back into the community.

5. M.A.C. Cosmetics Supports Street Outreach Services (SOS)

The LOFT/Street Outreach Services (SOS) Peer Educator Program hires and trains former
street youth to accompany SOS social workers making contact with kids on the street,
and inferacting with youth in the SOS Drop-in/Resource Centre. This year, SOS received
its largest ever gift from the corporate sector when M.A.C. Cosmetics became the lead
supporter of the Peer Program. This gift has allowed the program to expand fo include
more youth, and is making possible some exciting individual and team leadership and

development projects that will be tremendously beneficial to the young men and women

at SOS.
6. Innovative Pilot Project for People with HIV a Major Success

LOFT/McEwan Housing and Support Services spent the past year running a pilot project
for homeless people with mental health and addiction issues and HIV/AIDS. When these
individuals are hospitalized, it is usual that their physical and mental health improve
during their stay. To build on this improvement and prevent their return to the street,
McEwan brought together twelve AIDS Service Organizations fo improve communication
and smooth the path from hospital to housing. They also began providing intensive case
management beginning in hospital and lasting until the individual was successfully and
suitably housed. The result was better than anyone anticipated. Over a period of five
months, they worked with 28 people, eighteen of whom were successfully housed, in
some cases, for the first time in their adult life. The pilot project funding has ended, but
LOFT is using charitable dollars to maintain the program while seeking longterm funding

sources.
7. Coordinated Access Project for Supportive Housing Expanded

LOFT is proud to have played a lead role in the development and implementation of the
Coordinated Access for Supportive Housing project, affectionately known as “CASH”,
hosted in LOFT’s administrative offices. The project receives applications for 29 housing
providers, meaning that someone looking for supportive housing only needs to apply
once, instead of sending separate applications to each organization. In May 2009,
CASH began accepting referrals from six social service agencies on a frial basis, and in
November referrals opened to over 150 agencies. The centralization of the application
process makes it easier for those in need to find housing, but it has served to underline
the extent of the need for mental health supportive housing. The 29 participating
organizations account for a total of 4,500 housing units. While there are openings on an
ongoing basis for various types of specialized and shared housing, the shortage of basic,
standard accommodation has resulted in a wait list of over 2,000 names.
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SUPPORTS FOR YOUTH

LOFT has been serving youth ever since its founding in 1953, and has developed a
particular expertise in housing and support services for young men and women between
the ages of 16 and 24. Often referred to as transitionalaged youth, these clients present /e
a special set of challenges, often having life experience far beyond their years, while still 4
needing to learn and develop basic life skills. Over the past year, LOFT has provided Y
housing fo 112 transitionalaged youth and street outreach to more than 1,000 others. A

Street Outreach Services (SOS) provides outreach services, a drop-in/resource
centre and housing, life skills and preemployment services to young men and women
between the ages of 16 and 24, who have been involved in prostitution and drugs.

SOS is the only program in the city focused exclusively on this highly vulnerable group

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IRORTS FOR ADULTS

Men and women who are living with mental health and addiction issues, and who

do not have strong support networks, can face particular challenges in finding and
keeping housing. By enabling the development of communities of mutual support, LOFT
endeavours to help clients connect with those around them, both for support and for the
benefit of seeing other people successfully managing the same types of issues they are
facing.

Crosslinks Housing and Support Services is the largest mental health supportive
housing provider in York Region, and Wilkinson Housing and Support Services
serves a significant number of people in downtown Toronto. Both programs provide safe
and stable housing and services geared toward recovery and independence.

Crosslinks Street Outreach and Services Network operates York Region’s only
homeless outreach van, and forms the hub of a comprehensive network of services for the
homeless and those atrisk of homelessness.

St. George House is home to twenty-six adult men and women whose mental health
issues prevent them from living independently, and who enjoy the warm and supportive

environment and family atmosphere that encourages each resident to fulfill his or her
individual potential.

Mental Health and Justice Initiative works in partnership with other agencies to
provide supportive housing to men and women with mental health and addiction issues
and histories of homelessness who are currently in conflict with the criminal justice system.

McEwan Housing and Support Services provides a variety of housing, from
24-hour onssite staff, to independent apartments in the community, as well as a range of
services, including respite and palliative care, to people with mental health and addiction
 issues and histories of homelessness who also have HIV disease or AIDS. It is the only
program in Toronto, and one of only a handful in North America, providing services
developed especially for this extremely vulnerable and disenfranchised group. McEwan is
also the home of LOFT’s new Service Coordination Project for homeless people with HIV
experience a health crisis on the street.

Someone who Community Services
has known her for thirty years commented that she has never seen Mavis stay in one place
for this long.

The Stepping Stone staff are now very hopeful that Mavis will be able to make a successful
transition to permanent housing within LOFT. She still may not sleep in a bed, but she will
be off the street after thirty years.
